Consider Resolution 2019-06-10A, a Resolution to Approve Fiscal Year commencing July
1, 2018 and ending June 30, 2019 Fourth Quarter Budget Amendments – Councilmember
Bade offered the following resolution 2019-06-10A and moved its adoption, second by Martus:

WHEREAS, in accordance with the provisions of the City Charter, the city manager on May 14,
2018 submitted to the Council a recommended budget for the City of Flushing, Michigan for the
fiscal year commencing July 1, 2018 and ending June 30, 2019; and

WHEREAS, the Council had considered the financial needs of the City of Flushing for its
efficient operations during the coming fiscal year and reviewed the recommended budget
submitted by the city manager; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with state statue, the Council did after proper notice, conduct a
public hearing on the proposed budget on May 14, 2018 at which public hearing all objections
and comments on the proposed budget were considered; and

WHEREAS, at the beginning of each quarterly period during the fiscal year, and at such
additional times as requested by the Council, the officer responsible for maintenance of the City
accounting system shall submit to the Council data showing the relation between the estimated
and actual revenues and expenditures to date, and if it shall appear that the revenues are less than
anticipated, the Council may reduce appropriations; and

WHEREAS, the City may not operate at a deficit; and

WHEREAS, amendments to the fiscal budget revenues reflects the following changes, but are
not limited to, selling of city owned property (Seymour Road), one time road funds through Act
51and federal grants, MDEQ Scrap Tire Development Program funds and DNR Trust Fund; and

WHEREAS, amendments to the fiscal budget expenses reflects the following changes, but are
not limited to, road paving projects, trail extension project, SBR control system upgrade, USDA
loan application for WWTP upgrades and a contribution to the MERS Healthcare Funding
Vehicle.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the REVENUES for the fiscal year commencing
July 1, 2018 and ending June 30, 2019 are hereby amended by the Flushing City Council for the
purpose of more closely reflecting actual revenue as of June 10, 2019 per Addendum A.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the EXPENDITURES for the fiscal year
commencing July 1, 2018 and ending June 30, 2019 are hereby amended to adjust funds by the
Flushing City Council for the purpose of more closely reflecting actual expenditures as of June
10, 2019 per Addendum B.
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NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the following summary of REVENUES /
EXPENDITURES for the fiscal year commencing July 1, 2018 and ending June 30, 2019 are
hereby adopted by the Flushing City Council for the purpose of more closely reflecting actual
revenues and expenditures as of June 10, 2019 per Addendum C.

Consider Resolution 2019-06-10B – a Resolution Authorizing and Providing for the
Incurrance of Indebtedness for the Purpose of Providing a Portion of the Cost of
Acquiring, Constructing, Enlarging, Improving and/or Extending its Waste Water
Treatment Plant Facility to Serve an Area Lawfully within its Jurisdiction to Serve –
Councilmember Bade offered the following Resolution 2019-06-10B and moved its adoption,
second by Gray:

WHEREAS, it is necessary for the City of Flushing (herein after called Association) to raise a portion of
the cost of such undertaking by issuance of its bonds in the principal amount of Three Million Two
Hundred Fifty Thousand & 00/100 ($3,250,000.00) pursuant to the provisions of Act 94 of 1933, as
amended; and

WHEREAS, the Association intends to obtain assistance from the United States Department of
Agriculture, (herein called the Government) acting under the provisions of the Consolidated Farm and
Rural Development Act (7 U.S.C. 1921 et seq.) in the planning. financing, and supervision of such
undertaking and the purchasing of bonds lawfully issued, in the event that no other acceptable purchaser
for such bonds is found by the Association:

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises the Association hereby resolves:
1. To have prepared on its behalf and to adopt an ordinance or resolution for the issuance of

its bonds containing such items and in such forms as are required by State statutes and as
are agreeable and acceptable to the Government.

2. To refinance the unpaid balance, in whole or in part, of its bonds upon the request of the
Government if at any time it shall appear to the Government that the Association is able
to refinance its bonds by obtaining a loan for such purposes from responsible cooperative
or private sources at reasonable rates and terms for loans for similar purposes and periods
of time as required by section 333(c) of said Consolidated Farm and Rural Development
Act (7 U.S.C. 1983(c)).

3. To provide for, execute, and comply with Form RD 400-4, "Assurance Agreement," and
Form RD 400-1, "Equal Opportunity Agreement," including an "Equal Opportunity
Clause," which clause is to be incorporated in, or attached as a rider to, each construction
contract and subcontract involving in excess of $10,000.
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4. To indemnify the Government for any payments made or losses suffered by the
Government on behalf of the Association. Such indemnification shall be payable from the
same source of funds pledged to pay the bonds or any other legally permissible source.

5. That upon default in the payments of any principal and accrued interest on the bonds or in
the performance of any covenant or agreement contained herein or in the instruments
incident to making or insuring the loan, the Government at its option may (a) declare the
entire principal amount then outstanding and accrued interest immediately due and
payable, (b) for the account of the Association (payable from the source of funds pledged
to pay the bonds or any other legally permissible source), incur and pay reasonable
expenses for repair, maintenance, and operation of the facility and such other reasonable
expenses as may be necessary to cure the cause of default, and/or (c) take possession of
the facility, repair, maintain, and operate or rent it. Default under the provisions of this
resolution or any instrument incident to the making or insuring of the loan may be
construed by the Government to constitute default under any other instrument held by the
Government and executed or assumed by the Association, and default under any such
instrument may be construed by the Government to constitute default hereunder.

6. Not to sell, transfer, lease, or otherwise encumber the facility or any portion thereof, or
interest therein, or permit others to do so, without the prior written consent of the
Government.

7. Not to defease the bonds, or to borrow money, enter into any contractor agreement, or
otherwise incur any liabilities for any purpose in connection with the facility (exclusive
of normal maintenance) without the prior written consent of the Government if such
undertaking would involve the source of funds pledged to pay the bonds.

8. To place the proceeds of the bonds on deposit in an account and in a manner approved by
the Government. Funds may be deposited in institutions insured by the State or Federal
Government or invested in readily marketable securities backed by the full faith and
credit of the United States. Any income from these accounts will be considered as
revenues of the system.

9. To comply with all applicable State and Federal laws and regulations and to continually
operate and maintain the facility in good condition.

10. To provide for the receipt of adequate revenues to meet the requirements of debt service,
operation and maintenance, and the establishment of adequate reserves. Revenue
accumulated over and above that needed to pay operating and maintenance, debt service
and reserves may only be retained or used to make prepayments on the loan. Revenue
cannot be used to pay any expenses which are not directly incurred for the facility
financed by USDA. No free service or use of the facility will be permitted.
According to the Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995, an agency may not conduct or sponsor, and a person is not required to respond
to, a collection of information unless it displays a valid OMB control number. The valid OMB control number for this information
collection is 0572-0121. The time required to complete this information collection is estimated to average 1 hour per response,
including the time for reviewing instructions, searching existing data sources, gathering and maintaining the data needed, and
completing and reviewing the collection of information.

11. To acquire and maintain such insurance and fidelity bond coverage as may be required by
the Government.
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12. To establish and maintain such books and records relating to the operation of the facility
and its financial affairs and to provide for required audit thereof as required by the
Government, to provide the Government a copy of each such audit without its request,
and to forward to the Government such additional information and reports as it may from
time to time require.

13. To provide the Government at all reasonable times access to all books and records
relating to the facility and access to the property of the system so that the Government
may ascertain that the Association is complying with the provisions hereof and of the
instruments incident to the making or insuring of the loan.

14. That if the Government requires that a reserve account be established, disbursements
from that account(s) may be used when necessary for payments due on the bond if
sufficient funds are not otherwise available and prior approval of the Government is
obtained. Also, with the prior written approval of the Government, funds may be
withdrawn and used for such things as emergency maintenance, extensions to facilities
and replacement of short-lived assets.

15. To provide adequate service to all persons within the service area who can feasibly and
legally be served and to obtain USDA’s concurrence prior to refusing new or adequate
services to such persons. Upon failure to provide services which are feasible and legal,
such person shall have a direct right of action against the Association or public body.

16. To comply with the measures identified in the Government's environmental impact
analysis for this facility for the purpose of avoiding or reducing the adverse
environmental impacts of the facility's construction or operation.

17. To accept a grant in an amount not to exceed $N/A under the terms offered by the
Government; that appropriate in the execution of all written instruments as may be
required in regard to or as evidence of such grant; and to operate the facility under the
terms offered in said grant agreement(s).

The provisions hereof and the provisions of all instruments incident to the making or the insuring
of the loan, unless otherwise specifically provided by the terms of such instrument, shall be
binding upon the Association as long as the bonds are held or insured by the Government or
assignee. The provisions of sections 6 through 17 hereof may be provided for in more specific
detail in the bond resolution or ordinance; to the extent that the provisions contained in such
bond resolution or ordinance should be found to be inconsistent with the provisions hereof,
these provisions shall be construed as controlling between the Association and the Government
or assignee.

Consider a Resolution 2019-06-10C, a Resolution to Purchase, Acquire and Construct
Improvements to the Sanitary Sewer System and to Publish Notice of Intent to Issue Bonds
- Councilmember Martus offered the following Resolution 2019-06-10C and moved its adoption,
second by Bade:
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WHEREAS, the City Council deems it to be in the best interests of the City of Flushing
(the “City”) to design, purchase, acquire, construct, and install improvements to the City’s
sanitary sewer system, including, but not limited to improvements to the wastewater treatment
plant and facilities including, but not limited to, construction of a new primary clarifier and
related improvements; improvements to the primary effluent splitter chamber; replacing the
aeration system blowers and piping; construction of a new IMG sludge storage tank; replacing
components of and improving the grit removal system; and improvements to the sludge digester
tank; and related improvements, as well as all work and equipment necessary or incidental to
these improvements (the “Improvements”), and to finance the Improvements by the issuance of
bonds pursuant to Act 94, Public Acts of Michigan, 1933, as amended (“Act 94”); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 33 of Act 94, it is necessary to publish a Notice of Intent
to Issue Bonds for the Improvements; and

WHEREAS, the City may proceed with the Improvements prior to the issuance of the
bonds; and

WHEREAS, the City may incur substantial capital expenditures for the Improvements
prior to the issuance of the bonds, and desires to be reimbursed for such expenditures from the
proceeds of the bonds.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that:

1. The City Council determines to design, purchase, acquire, and construct the
Improvements and to pay the cost through the issuance of one or more series of revenue
bonds pursuant to Act 94 for the Improvements in an amount not to exceed $3,250,000
(the “Bonds”).

2. A Notice of Intent to issue the Bonds be published in accordance with Section 33 of Act
94, and the Clerk of the City is authorized and directed to publish the Notice of Intent to
Issue Bonds in The Flushing View Newspaper, a newspaper of general circulation in the
City, determined to be the newspaper reaching the largest number of persons to whom
such Notice is directed, which Notice shall be substantially in the form on the attached
Exhibit A, with such changes as may be approved by the City Manager of the City.

3. The City may proceed to acquire and construct the Improvements using available funds
of the City from the Sewer Fund, which is a fund for the sanitary sewer system of the
City, and other funds of the City.
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4. At such time as the City issues the Bonds for the long-term financing of the
Improvements, the City shall be reimbursed for its expenditures for the Improvements out
of the proceeds of the Bonds.

5. This resolution and the expression of intent to seek reimbursement from future proceeds
of the Bonds is intended to satisfy the requirements of Section 150 of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.

6. The firm of Dickinson Wright PLLC is hereby employed as bond counsel to the City to
prepare the documents for the issuance of the Bonds for financing acquisition of the
Improvements.

7. All resolutions and parts of resolutions insofar as they conflict with the provisions of this
resolution are rescinded.

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ORDINANCES:

Consider Second Reading and Adoption of an Ordinance to Amend Section 92 – Fire
Prevention and Protection – Fireworks as allowed under Public Act 653 of 2018 - Motion by
Councilmember Bade, second by Gray to approve second reading and adoption of the following
Ordinance 2019-03:

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 92 OF THE CITY CODE, “FIRE PREVENTION
AND PROTECTION – FIREWORKS,” TO THE EXTENT PERMITTED BY THE
MICHIGAN FIREWORKS SAFETY ACT, MCL 28.451 ET SEQ., AS AMENDED BY
PUBLIC ACTS 634, 635 AND 636 of 2018.

THE CITY OF FLUSHING ORDAINS:

Section 1. Amendment at Section 92.01. The Code of the City of Flushing is hereby amended
at Chapter 92, Fire Prevention and Protection – Fireworks, Section 92.01, Statement of Purpose,
which shall now read as follows:

“Section 92.01 – Statement of Purpose
This subchapter repeals existing sections of this Code dealing with fireworks and to adopt
new sections to provide for the regulation of the ignition, discharge and use of consumer
fireworks, as permitted by the Michigan Fireworks Safety Act, MCL 28.451 et seq., as
amended.”

Section 2. Amendment at Definitions. The Code of the City of Flushing is hereby amended at
Chapter 92, Fire Prevention and Protection – Fireworks, Section 92.02, Definitions, which shall
now read as follows:

“The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this subchapter, shall have the
meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a
different meaning:

APA standard 87-1 means 2001 APA standard 87-1, standard for construction and
approval for transportation of fireworks, novelties, and theatrical pyrotechnics, published
by the American Pyrotechnics Association of Bethesda, Maryland.

Consumer fireworks means fireworks devices that are designed to produce visible effects
by combustion that are required to comply with the construction, chemical composition,
and labeling regulations promulgated by the United States Consumer Product Safety
Commission under 16 CFR 1500 and 1507, and that are listed in APA standard 87-1,
3.1.2, 3.1.3, or 3.5. The term "consumer fireworks" does not include low-impact
fireworks.

Fireworks means any composition or device, except for a starting pistol, a flare gun, or a
flare, designed for the purpose of producing a visible or audible effect by combustion,
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deflagration, or detonation. Fireworks consist of consumer fireworks, low-impact
fireworks, articles pyrotechnic, display fireworks, and special effects.

Low-impact fireworks means ground and handheld sparkling devices as that phrase is
defined under APA standard 87-1, 3.1, 3.1.1.1 to 3.1.1.8, and 3.5.

Minor means an individual who is less than 18 years of age.”

Section 3. Amendment at Ignition, Discharge and Use of Consumer Fireworks. The Code of
the City of Flushing is hereby amended at Chapter 92, Fire Prevention and Protection –
Fireworks, Section 92.03, Ignition, Discharge and use of Consumer Fireworks, which shall now
read as follows:

“A. Except as provided in this Section, a person shall not ignite, discharge, or use
consumer fireworks at any time.

B. A person may ignite, discharge or use consumer fireworks on the following days
during the following hours:

1. Between 11:00 am on December 31 and 1:00 am on the immediately following
January 1.

2. Between 11:00 am and 11:45 pm on the Saturday immediately preceding
Memorial Day.

3. Between 11:00 am and 11:45 pm on the Sunday immediately preceding
Memorial Day.

4. Between 11:00 am and 11:45 pm on June 29, June 30, July 1, July 2, July 3 and
July 4.

5. Between 11:00 am and 11:45 pm on July 5, if that date is a Friday or a
Saturday.

6. Between 11:00 am and 11:45 pm on the Saturday immediately preceding Labor
Day.

7. Between 11:00 am and 11:45 pm on the Sunday immediately preceding Labor
Day.”

Section 4. Amendment at Penalty. The Code of the City of Flushing is hereby amended at
Chapter 92, Fire Prevention and Protection – Fireworks, Section 92.08, Penalty, which shall now
read as follows:
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“A. violation of this subchapter is a municipal civil infraction, punishable by a fine of
$1,000, of which $500 must be remitted to the Flushing Police Department.
B. If the Flushing Police Department determines through its investigation that a violation
of this subchapter has occurred, the department may seize the firework as evidence of the
violation. The department shall store, or cause to be stored, the evidence seized under this
section pending disposition of any proceedings arising from the violation. Following a
final disposition of an appeal of a finding of responsibility under this subchapter that
affirms the finding, the department may dispose of or destroy any fireworks retained as
evidence in that proceeding. A person from whom fireworks are seized under this
subchapter shall pay the actual costs of storage and disposal of the seized fireworks, if
found responsible for a violation of this subchapter.”

Section 5. Severability. If any section, subsection, clause, phrase or portion of this ordinance is
for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such
portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct and independent portion of this ordinance and such
holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions this ordinance.
Section 6. Repealer. All ordinances or part of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed only to the extent necessary to give this ordinance full force and effect.
Section 7. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall be effective twenty (20) days after adoption and
after publication.

Bylaws

(PROPOSED AMENDMENTS)

Article 1. Establishment, Purpose and Authority

Section 1. Establishment and Termination. The Neighborhood Improvement Authority
(“Authority”) was created on November 14, 2016 pursuant to City of Flushing adopting an
ordinance and Public Act 61 of 2007 (the “Act”) of the State of Michigan.

Section 2. Purpose. The purpose of the Authority is to promote residential and economic growth
in a residential district.

Section 3. Authority. The Authority acts in accordance with the powers conferred by Public Act
61 of 2007 (the “Act”) of the State of Michigan as amended and Chapter 38 of the City of
Flushing Municipal Code of Ordinances. The Authority shall exercise its powers within the
development area of the City of Flushing as designated in said ordinance and pursuant to the
Authority’s recommended Development Plan and Tax Incremental Financing Plan which was
approved on December 12, 2016 by the City of Flushing as an amendment to Chapter 38 of the
City of Flushing Municipal Code of Ordinances.

Section 4. Fiscal Year. The fiscal year of the Authority shall begin on the first day of July and
end on the last day of June of each year.

Article 2. Board of Directors and Responsibilities

Section 1. Establishment. The business and property of the Authority shall be under the control,
management and direction of the board of directors who may exercise all powers allowable as
conferred by the Act. The Board may consist of up to nine (9) members, but shall not at any time
consists of less than six (6) members. The Board shall be comprised of the city’s mayor or their
designee, with all remaining members to be appointed in accordance with the provisions of the
Act. Not less than a majority of the members shall be persons having an ownership or business
interest in property located in the identified district development area or be a resident in an area
within ½ mile of any part of the development area.

Section 2. Appointment. Board members shall be appointed by the mayor of the municipality,
subject to City Council approval.

Section 3. Terms. Members of the board of directors may serve a term consisting of four (4)
years from the date of their respective appointment. Of the board members first appointed, an
equal number as is practicable shall be appointed for one (1) year, two (2) years, three (3) years



and four (4) years. All terms end on December 31st. A member shall hold office until member’s
successor is appointed and qualified. There shall be no limit on the number of terms an appointed
board members may serve. A properly appointee individual to the board is not qualified to serve
and may not assume the duties of  office until the individual take and subscribes to the
constitutional oath of office.

Section 4. Vacancies. An appointment to fill a vacancy shall be made by the mayor with the
approval of City Council for the unexpired term only. A board member appointed to fill a
vacancy shall hold office for the unexpired term of their predecessor. Board members of the
Authority shall have the opportunity to recommend to the mayor and City Council candidates to
be considered for appointment.

Section 5. Resignation. A board member may resign by giving written notice to the city clerk. A
resignation shall take effect at the time specified in the notice or if no time be specified, upon
receipt thereof. Receipt of a resignation shall make it effective. A written resignation received by
the city clerk shall be included in the following regularly scheduled meeting minutes as a
communication received.

Section 6. Role and Duties.

A. The role of the board of directors is to serve as a liaison to the Authority’s District
community.

B. The board of directors shall control, direct, manage, set the policy for and oversee the
management of the Authority’s affairs. It shall control its property, be responsible for its
finances, formulate policy and direct its affairs. The board may enter into or authorize the
chairperson, director or agents to enter into any contract or execute and deliver an instrument in
the name of and on the behalf of the Authority. The board may execute all other duties as
specified by Public Act 61 of 2007, as amended.

C. The board may employ, terminate and fix the compensation of a director and support
personnel. A member of the board is not eligible to hold the position of director.

D. The board may employ, terminate and fix the compensation of a treasurer, secretary, legal
counsel and or other personnel as it deems necessary.

Section 7. Adoption of a Budget. The board shall prepare annually a budget and shall submit it to
City Council for approval. The annual budget shall contain the kind of information generally
required from municipal departments and the board shall submit it to City Council at the time
and in the manner required under the Charter or otherwise. The board shall not finally adopt a
budget for any fiscal year until the budget has been approved by the Flushing City Council.

Section 8. Financial Reports. The Authority shall submit financial reports to City Council at the
same time and on the same basis as departments of the city are required to submit reports.



Section 9. Audit. The Authority shall be audited annually by the same independent auditors as
the City of Flushing uses and copies of the audit report shall be filed with Flushing City Council.
The City of Flushing may assess a reasonable pro rata share of the funds for the cost of handling
and auditing the funds of the Authority, other than those committed, which shall be paid annually
by the board pursuant to an appropriate item in its budget.

Section  10. Compensation. Members of the board shall serve without compensation, but may be
reimbursed for actual and necessary expenses, subject to board approval.

Section 11. Removal. After being notice and an opportunity to be heard, a member of the board
may be removed for cause by City Council. Cause shall not be interpreted to be a difference of
opinion, but may be found when there is one or more reasons for which there is demonstrative
evidence that a member cannot responsibly and ethically perform the duties and or
responsibilities of the board position.

Section 12. Indemnification. To the fullest extent permitted by law the Authority and or the City
of Flushing shall fully indemnify, defined, pay on behalf of and hold harmless any board
members, employees, volunteers of the Authority, past or present, in their individual and or
official capacity against any and all claims demand suites or loss including attorney fees and all
other costs connected therewith and for any damages which may be asserted, claimed or
recovered against or from the Authority, its members and or its employees, volunteers or others
working on behalf of the Authority by reason of any decisions and or recommendations made,
opinions asserted, actions taken, personal injury, including bodily injury or death and or property
damage including loss of use thereof and loss of profits revenue opportunities or data which may
be the result of the Authority’s acts, omissions, faults and negligence or of any of its employees,
board members, agents and representatives in connection with the activities of the Authority.

Article 3. Officers, Duties, Responsibilities

Section 1. Officers. Officers of the board of directors may consist of a chairperson, vice
chairperson, secretary and treasurer. Except for the officers first appointed and voted into office
upon the establishment of this Authority and the initial term of office they serve, each subsequent
officer must serve as least one (1) full year on the board before being eligible for office. The
officers so elected shall serve a term of one (1) year or any part thereof and until their successor
is designated. No term of office created under this section shall extend beyond the member’s
designated term.

Section 2. Chairperson. Chairperson of the board shall be elected by the board at the January
regular meeting of the Authority.

CHAIRPERSON OF THE BOARD SHALL BE ELECTED BY THE BOARD AT THE FIRST
REGULAR MEETING OF THE AUTHORITY EACH CALENDAR YEAR.



Section 3. Secretary. The position and or duties of secretary may be performed by the city
manager or city clerk, pursuant to a determination made by the board at the January regular
meeting of the Authority or other regular monthly meeting as may be necessary. The board may
employ and fix the compensation of a secretary.

Section 4. Treasurer. The financial duties of a treasurer may be performed by the city treasurer,
pursuant to a determination made by the board at the January regular meeting of the Authority or
other regular monthly meeting as may be necessary. The board may employ and fix the
compensation of a treasurer.

Section 5. Length of Term. An officer shall serve a term of one year and until a successor has
been elected. No term of office shall extend beyond the term of the member. There shall be no
limit on the number of terms an appointed board member may serve as an officer.

Section 6. Vacancies and Removal. In the case of a permanent vacancy of the offices of
chairperson, vice chairperson on the board of directors, the board shall elect by a majority vote a
replacement at its next regular meeting or as soon thereafter as possible. The replacement officer
shall serve the remainder of the vacant position’s term. An officer vacancy may be filled by
majority action of the board. An officer may voluntarily choose to step down from their elected
position by notifying in writing the city clerk. An officer may be removed, only for cause, at any
time by a super majority action of the full board. Cause shall not be interpreted to be a difference
of opinion, but be found when there is one or more reasons, for which there is demonstrative
evidence that a member cannot responsibly and ethically perform the duties and or
responsibilities of the board position.

Section 7. Duties of Chair. The chairperson shall preside at meetings of the board. The
chairperson shall be an ex officio member of all committees. The chairperson shall assist in
developing the Authority’s agendas. The chair shall review expenditures and other financial
reports prior to their placement on the Authority’s agenda, shall maintain custody of the official
seal and records, books, documents or other papers. These items are to be stored at the Flushing
City Hall.

Section 8. Duties of Vice Chair. The vice chairperson shall preside at meetings in the absence of
the chairperson. The vice chair shall perform such other duties as delegated by the chairperson.
They shall perform the duties of the chairperson in their absence.

Section 9. Secretary, Treasurer, Other City Professionals and Financial Matters. The chairperson
shall work with appropriate city professionals, including the city treasurer and city manager to
establish appropriate procedures, agendas, minutes, accounts, develop and acquire financial
statements, reports and budgets to empower the board to competently manager, oversee and
direct its financial affairs.



Article 4. Meetings

Section 1. Regular Meetings. The regular meetings of the board shall be held at a time and
location set by the board.

Section 2. Special Meetings. Special meetings shall be held whenever called by the chairperson,
city manager, or any two (2) members of the board on eighteen (18) hours written notice of the
time and place of meeting.

Section 3. Notice. Meetings shall be preceded by public notice posted at least 18 hours prior to
the meetings in accordance with the Open Meetings Act.

Section 4. Agenda. An agenda shall be prepared for all meetings and copied to the Authority
members at least 18 hours prior to the meeting. Any member of the Authority may place an item
on the agenda with the consent of the chair. The agenda will include expense items of the
authority.

Section 5. Quorum. A majority of the board, appointed and serving, shall constitute a quorum.
The vote of the majority of the members present at the meeting at which a quorum is present
shall constitute the action of the board unless the vote of a larger number is required by statute.

Section 6. Open Meetings Act and Parliamentary Procedure. At meetings of the board, business
shall be open to the public and conducted in accordance with the Open Meetings Act, P.A. 267
of 1976, as amended. In the case of disputes concerning parliamentary procedures governing the
conduct of meetings, the latest revision of Robert’s Rules of Order Newly Revised shall govern.
The board may adopt, at its discretion a set of standard practices based upon Robert’s Rules of
Order.

Section 7. Conflict of Interest. Every board member has a duty to disclose any conflict of
interest. They may be excused from discussion and may not be allowed to vote on said items, in
the informed discretion of the board. The disclosure shall become a part of the record. Any
member making such disclosure shall refrain from participanting in the Authority’s decision
making process relative to the matter. Any abstention shall be noted in the minutes of the
meeting.

Section 8. Minutes. A written record of each meeting and action of the board shall be
maintained.

Article 5. Attendance.

Section 1. Regular Meetings. The board shall hold as many monthly meetings during a fiscal
year as it deems necessary. At each January meeting, the board shall set the dates and times of
the anticipated regular board meeting through the remainder of the calendar year.



AT THE LAST MEETING OF EACH CALENDAR YEAR, THE BOARD SHALL SET THE
DATES AND TIMES OF THE ANITCIPATED REGULAR BOARD MEETING FOR THE
NEXT YEAR.

Section 2. Excused Absences. An excused absence shall be one in which the board member
notifies the chair or the city clerk of their nonattendance prior to a regularly scheduled meeting.
The vice chair shall notify the chairperson of a member’s fourth consecutive excused absence
from regular meetings during a one year time period. The chairperson shall forward a letter to the
member addressing their absence and attendance record. The board has the discretion, following
a reasonable amount of time after a letter has been directed to the member, to take whatever
action it deems to be reasonable up to and including removal.

Section 3. Unexcused Absences. An unexcused absence shall be one in which a board member
fails to notify the chair or city clerk of their nonattendance prior to a regular meeting. The vice
chair shall forward a letter to the member addressing their absence and attendance record. The
board has the discretion, following a reasonable amount of time after a letter has been directed to
the member, to take whatever action it deems to be reasonable, up to and including removal.

Section 4. Removal. The chairperson shall bring all instances of a board member’s four
consecutive excused or three unexcused absences to the board who may take action on the
matter. The board has the discretion, following a reasonable amount of time after a letter has
been directed to the member to take whatever action it deems to be reasonable, up to and
including removal from the board, but only with the approval of Council.

Article 6. Committees.

Section 1. Committee Formation. The board may create committees, as needed. A non board
person may serve on committees and subcommittees. Non board committee members acquire no
voting or other rights by serving on Authority committees. Committees shall make
recommendations to the board for approval.

Article 7. Voting.

Section 1. Voting by Board.

a. The vote of a majority of board members present at any meeting at which there is a quorum
shall constitute an act of the board, except as a larger vote may be required by the laws of the
State of Michigan or these bylaws.

b. Each board member is entitled to one (1) vote for each issue that is brought before the board.

c. All votes will be cast by voice. Board members shall have the right to request a roll call vote.
The order in which Board members’ names are called for each subsequent roll call vote taken
during a single meeting shall be rotated to ensure that no member’s name is called first or last



more than once until a full rotation of members’ names has been completed. Rotation of Board
members’ names for a roll call voting shall continue through any board meeting.

Section 2. Officer Selection. Nominations for the positions of chairperson and vice chairperson
shall be made at the January meeting and the board shall take a vote in its usual manner. The
newly elected officers shall take office immediately.

NOMINATIONS FOR THE POSITIONS OF CHAIRPERSON AND VICE CHAIRPERSON
SHALL BE MADE AT THE FIRST REGULAR MEETING OF THE CALENDAR YEAR
AND THE BOARD SHALL TAKE A VOTE IN ITS USUAL MANNER. THE NEWLY
ELECTED OFFICERS SHALL TAKE OFFICE IMMEDIATELY.

Article 8. Director, Staff and Legal Counsel.

Section 1. Director. In the event the authority employees a qualified director, the director shall be
the chief executive officer of the Authority. Subject to approval of the board, the director shall
supervise and be responsible in the manner authorized by law. The director shall attend the
meetings of the board and shall render to the board and to the governing body or the city a
regular report covering the activities and financial condition of the Authority. Before entering
upon the duties of their office, the director shall take and subscribe to the oath and furnish bond
as required of the director by law. The director shall furnish the board with information or
reports governing the operation of the Authority as the board requires.

Section 2. Staff. The board shall have the power to engage and employ such manual, clerical,
technical, financial and professional assistance as in its judgement may be necessary and is
incidental to carry out the purposes of the Authority.

Section 3. Legal Counsel. The board may retain qualified legal counsel to advise the board in the
proper performance of its duties.

Article 9. Records.

Section 1. Definition. The Authority shall keep correct and complete records of all proceedings
of the board of directors and committees, all financial statements of the authority, bylaws and all
amendments and restatements and other records and books for account necessary and appropriate
to conduct the authority’s business.

Section 2. Location. The records shall be kept at the principal office of the Authority which shall
be Flushing City Hall, located at 725 East Main Street, Flushing, MI 48433.

Section 3. Freedom of Information. A writing prepared, owned, used in the procession of or
retained by the board in the performance of an official function is subject to PA 442 of 1976
(Freedom of Information Act). The approved Freedom of Information Act policy adopted by the
City of Flushing will be followed by the Authority.



Article 10. Amendments to the Bylaws.

Section 1. Amendments. The board shall have power to make, alter or amend bylaws in whole or
in part by a two thirds affirmative vote of the entire board membership. Before a vote to adopt
any amendment to these by laws occurs, the board shall have a first reading of the proposed
bylaw changes at a separate regular meeting held at least thirty (30) days before the meeting at
which the vote is to take place. Any proposed amendment to these bylaws shall be submitted in
its entirety in written form to each board member prior to the meeting wherein the first reading is
to occur.

Section 2. City Council Approval Required. A proposed change to the Authority’s bylaws as
adopted by the required vote of the Authority’s board shall not become effective until approved
by the Flushing City Council.

Since our last update our new architect has made significant progress on our construction
drawings.   They are 75% complete and are targeted for completion July 11th.

Per our agreement with the City, a second Site Plan Approval is required.  We are on the
agenda for the July 15 Planning Commission Meeting for final approval. The drawing
submittal incorporates all the mandates from the city including the comments received
from the SafeBuilt review completed last month. Drawings will be resubmitted to
SafeBuilt for their final approval and building permit.

We continue to receive push back from the insurance company regarding the code
upgrades required for rebuilding the house.   They want to do minimal upgrades for
obvious reasons. The fact that the house has sat vacant and open to the elements for
eighteen months has caused significant deterioration to the structure and major mold
contamination. The 90 + year old structure does not comply with minimum residential
code requirements let alone the higher code requirements for its current use as a multi
tenant home. The city’s enforcement of the Michigan Building Code will help bolster
our position as to mandated code requirements for rebuilding in the City of Flushing.

We appreciate your patience and continued support in getting our house rebuilt.
