NEW BUSINESS

1. Kroger Fueling Station Site Plan (1467 East Pierson Road & 1461 East Pierson Road)
Folks thanked the chair for the invitation to view the submitted site at City Hall prior to the meeting. 

The authority reviewed the planner’s review letter dated April 15, 2016 and checklists for the submitted site plan and special use request. Discussion included the following topics:

· Hours of operation

· Green space / buffer to residential structures / enhanced vegetation from the city’s ordinance
· Include a method / system to have regular maintenance of the enhanced vegetation

· 40ft setback from the middle of the road

· The proposed building not being in line with other buildings along East Pierson Road

· Designating a commercial access drive in the middle of the property (66 in width)

· Include a sidewalk in front of the development

· LED lighting that is dimmable and has features to controlled light, such as shields and or guards, lights out at 11 pm 

· One point of egress and ingress at the east side of the property

· Monument sign that is no more than 5ft, placed on the north side of the needed sidewalk

· Concur with the need for designated easements for the proposed water / sewer mains that will extend services to the north

2. Site Plan for 1415 East Pierson Road

· Removal of the metal structure on the parcel of land

· Needed façade improvements of the main structure and metal structure, if it remains

· Landscaping upgrades are needed that are aesthetically pleasing and prominent due to the parcel being a cornerstone of the community

· The number of curb cuts need to be reduced and sidewalk needs to be installed continuously along East Pierson / Flushing Road
· Removal of old signage and installation of new signage in compliance with current code, such as monument signs

· Lighting upgrade, LED preferred that is controlled and dimmable

· Fencing that is decorative in nature, rather than industrial chain link fencing

· Encouragement of needing a special use request for the proposed use (wholesale / resale car lot)
