Discussion was had on each item of communication. Discussion was had on other properties that were for sale within the corridor (commercial property at Beacon Point Parkway and East Pierson Road, gas station at the corner of East Pierson Road and Flushing Road and a residential home on Elms Road)

NEW BUSINESS

1. “Road Diet” – East Pierson Road
Jack Wheatley (Rowe Professional Services Company) was present to explain the “Road Diet” concept and why it should be considered for East Pierson Road from Elms Road to Flushing Road. The diet would consist of placing pavement markings that would create one eastbound travel lane, one westbound travel lane, one continuous left turn lane and wider paved shoulders that could be used as designated bike lanes. 

The discussion involved the following topics:

· Creating a green median, however the number of drive openings would need to be reduced

· Slowing traffic down and adding vegetation

· Adding vertical elements assists with reducing one’s speed and slowing traffic down

· Further discussion on creating 12 foot travel lanes vs. 11 foot travel lanes

· Five feet width (from back of curb) is needed for a bike lane

· The City of Flushing has the opportunity to submit a safety grant to MDOT. This opportunity would assist with the cost of this project, if selected
· Access connection between parking lots and access drive is needed for the corridor

Motion by Keane, supported by Reiber to recommend the Flushing City Council authorize the submission of a MDOT Safety Grant, which would pay a portion of the expense to complete a "road diet" along East Pierson Road from Flushing Road to Elms Road, after all necessary analysis is completed by the city engineer and confirms the proposed change would benefit the travel pattern along the corridor.

CORRIDOR MEMBER COMMENTS 
1. Living Joy of Flushing – Update
A petition has been filed with the MI Tax Tribunal regarding the tax status of Living Joy of Flushing.

2. Kroger Fueling State – Update

The fueling station was approved by the Flushing Planning Commission with conditions placed on the special use permit and site plan.

3. Patsy Lou Dealership – Update

A special use permit and site plan was approved by the Flushing Planning Commission with conditions for a new automobile sales dealer at the location.

4. LED Street Lighting – Update

The Flushing City Council approved a contract with Consumers Energy to switch out its 305 mercury vapor cobra head streetlights with LEDs. Such improvement has a payback of .9 years and will impact the corridor.
