COMMUNICATIONS
1. Coverage through MML Liability and Property Pool
Per MML Liability and Property Pool, as long as the money and decisions of the authority are controlled by the Flushing City Council, there will be coverage for the authority under the city’s insurance policy.

NEW BUSINESS

1. Lynn Markland – City of Fenton Downtown Development Authority

Lynn Markland and Mike Burns were present from the City of Fenton to share the effectiveness of the Fenton DDA in their community. The Fenton DDA was created in 1993. Discussion included the importance of communicating and involving stakeholders within the development area. Fenton has difficulty in involving big box retailers. The authority should celebrate its successes and complete low hanging fruit projects to create momentum. The development / TIF plan should include flexibility to compensate for limited financial resources at the beginning and allow for the reprioritization of projects.  

2. Corridor Improvement Authority proposed schedule

September 14, 2015
The Flushing City Council will schedule a public hearing to amend the boundaries of the development area.

October 12, 2015 
The public hearing to amend the boundaries of the development area will occur.

November 9, 2015
The Flushing City Council will schedule a public hearing to consider the adoption of a development / TIF plan for the East Pierson Road Corridor Improvement Authority (with the correct list of parcels in the development plan)

December 14, 2015
The Flushing City Council will hold a public hearing on the development / TIF plan. In addition, the city council will be able to adopt resolutions to amend the boundaries of the development area because 60 days have passed and approve the proposed development / TIF plan prior to December 31, 2015

3. Doug Piggott – Review of Proposed Development Plan / Tax Increment Finance Plan

(Per memo dated September 8, 2015 with the subject line: Review of Rough Draft of East Pierson TIF and Development Plan)

Comments for the development plan included the following: add page numbers, an existing land use map is needed as an exhibit within the development plan, a list of streets/roads with their classification and number of lanes within the development area (Section 12(2)(B)), rephrase the answer to Section 21(2)(G), correct grammatical error in Section 21(2)(H), rephrase the answer in Section 21(2)(J) and Section 21(2)(K). 
Comments for the TIF plan included the following:  use the currency format in the tables, revise the information on the topic of bonded indebtedness to be incurred and add an additional table with supporting text entitled Estimating Impact of TIF on Assessed Value of All Taxing Jurisdictions.

1. Declare it is necessary to the Flushing City Council to move forward with a development plan / tax increment finance plan to finance improvements within the development area

Discussion occurred regarding next steps on making a recommendation to Flushing City Council regarding the development plan and TIF plan. Comments from members on the proposed plan will be taken until September 18, 2015.
