RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING THE CORRIDOR IMPROVEMENT AUTHORITY AND DESIGNATING THE BOUNDARIES OF THE DEVELOPMENT AREA WITHIN WHICH THE AUTHORITY SHALL EXERCISE ITS POWERS

WHEREAS, the city of Flushing has determined that it is necessary for the best interests of the public to redevelop the commercial corridor of the City of Flushing within the boundaries of  the proposed development area as set forth in the Resolution of Intent and as set forth on Exhibit 1 attached hereto; and 

WHEREAS, the Resolution of Intent was passed by the City Council on May 11, 2015, and a public hearing on the Resolution of Intent was held on June 8, 2015; and 

WHEREAS, it is hereby determined that the City of Flushing, Michigan, should create a Corridor Improvement Authority.  

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:  
 1.  Creation of Authority.  A Corridor Improvement Authority is hereby created and shall be known as the “East Pierson Road Corridor Improvement Authority.”   The Authority shall be a public body corporate.  The Authority may adopt a seal, may sue and be sued in any Court of the State and shall possess all the powers necessary to carry out the purposes of its incorporation as provided by this Resolution and Act 280, as amended.  The enumeration of a power in this Resolution or in MCL 125.2871 et. seq. (Act 280 of 2005), as amended, shall not be construed as a limitation upon the general powers of the Authority.  Nothing in this Resolution shall be construed to create a cause of action for any person nor shall this Resolution constitute a waiver of any legal defense or protection provided under the laws of the federal government or the State of Michigan.
 2.  Determination of Necessity; purpose.  The City Council hereby determines that it is necessary for the best interests of the public to create a public body corporate which shall operate to halt property value deterioration, eliminate the causes of that deterioration, increase property tax valuation where possible in the City and promote economic growth, pursuant to MCL 125.2871 et. seq. (Act 280 of the Public Acts of Michigan, 2005, as amended.)
 3.  Definitions.  The terms used in this Resolution shall have the same meaning as given to them in MCL 125.2872 and MCL 125.2873. (Act 280 of 2005) or as hereinafter in this section provided unless the context clearly indicates to the contrary.  As used in this Resolution:


“Authority” means the East Pierson Road Corridor Improvement Authority.


“Board or Board of Directors” means the Board of Directors of the East Pierson Road Corridor Improvement Authority which shall be the governing body of the Authority.


“Chief Executive Officer” means the Mayor of the City of Flushing.


“City” means the City of Flushing, Genesee County, Michigan.


“City Council” means the City Council of the City of Flushing.


“Development Plan” means that plan as prepared, submitted to the City Council and approved by the City Council pursuant to MCL 125.2891(2).


“Development Program” means the implementation of the development plan.


“Parcel” means an identifiable unit of land that is treated as separate for valuation or zoning purposes.
 4.  Termination.  Upon completion of its purposes, the Authority may be dissolved by the City Council. The property and assets of the Authority, after dissolution and satisfaction of its obligations, shall revert to the City.

 5.  Description of Development Area.  The Authority shall exercise its powers within the “Development Area,” designated as personal property and real property located within the property description below:

The “Development Area” is subject to such amendments as may be made in accordance with this Resolution and Act 280, as amended.
 6.  Board of Directors.  

a. The Authority shall be under the supervision and control of the Board.  The Board shall consist of the Chief Executive Officer or his/her assignee and five members.  Members shall be appointed by the Chief Executive Officer, subject to approval by City Council.  Not less than a majority of the members shall be persons having an ownership or business interest in property located in the Development Area, or of an area within 1/2 mile of any part of the Development Area.
b. Members shall be appointed to serve for a term of four years, except that of the members first appointed, an equal number, as near as is practicable, shall be appointed for terms of 1 year, 2 years, 3 years and 4 years.  A member shall hold office until the member’s successor is appointed and qualified.  Before assuming the duties of office, a member shall qualify by taking and subscribing to the constitutional oath of office.  An appointment to fill a vacancy shall be made by the Chief Executive Officer for the unexpired term only.
c. Members of the Board shall serve without compensation, but shall be reimbursed for actual and necessary expenses.

d. The Chairperson of the Board shall be elected by the Board.

e. After being given notice and an opportunity to be heard, a member of the Board may be removed for cause by the City Council

f. The Board shall adopt Bylaws governing its procedures subject to the approval of City Council.

 7.  Powers of Authority.  Except as specifically otherwise provided in this Resolution, the Authority shall have all powers provided by MCL 125.2871 et. seq. (Act 280 of 2005, as amended) subject to the limitations imposed by law and herein.
 8.  Fiscal Year, Adoption of Budget.  

a. The fiscal year of the Authority shall begin on July 1st of each year and end on June 30th.

b. The Board shall prepare annually a budget and shall submit it to the City Council for approval in the manner and at the time, and which budget shall contain the information, required of municipal departments.  The Board shall not finally adopt a budget for any fiscal year until the budget has been approved by the City Council.

c. The Authority shall submit financial reports to City Council at the same time and on the same basis as departments of the City are required to submit reports.  The Authority shall be audited annually by the same independent auditors as the City uses and copies of the audit report shall be filed with City Council.
d. The City may assess a reasonable pro rata share of the funds for the cost of handling and auditing the funds of the Authority, other than those committed, which shall be paid annually by the Board pursuant to an appropriate item in its budget.
 9.  Open Meetings Act.  The proceedings and rules of procedure of the Board are subject to the Open Meetings Act, Public Act 267 of 1967, as amended.  The Board shall adopt rules governing its procedure and the holding of regular meetings, subject to the approval of City Council.

10.  Freedom of Information Act.  The Authority is subject to the Freedom of Information Act, Public Act 442 of 1976, as amended.
11.  Multiple Authorities.  Pursuant to MCL 125.2874(1) (Act 280 of 2005, Section 4) the City reserves the right to establish multiple authorities.

12.  Alteration or Amendment.  The City reserves the right to amend the boundaries of the development area pursuant to MCL 125.2876(4). (Act 280 of 2005, Section 6)
13.  Financing Sources; Disposition.  

1.  The activities of the Authority shall be financed from one or more of the following sources:  

a. Donations to the Authority for the performance of its functions.

b. Money borrowed and to be repaid as authorized by MCL 125.2886 and MCL 125.2887.  (Act 280 of 2005, Sections 16 and 17).

c. Revenues from any property, building or facility owned, leased, licensed or operated by the Authority or under its control, subject to the limitations imposed upon the Authority by trusts or other agreements.
d. Proceeds of a tax increment financing plan established under MCL 125.2888 to MCL 125.2890 (Act 280 of 2005, Sections 18 to 20)

e. Proceeds from a special assessment district created as provided by law.

f. Money obtained from other sources approved by the City Council or otherwise authorized by law for use by the Authority or the City to finance a development plan.


2.  Money received by the Authority and not covered under subsection (1) shall immediately be deposited to the credit of the Authority, subject to disbursement under the Corridor Improvement Authority Act.  

14.  Acquisition or Construction of Property.  The Authority may, with the approval of the City Council, borrow money and issue its revenue bonds or notes to finance all or part of the costs of acquiring or constructing or causing to be constructed property when completed as authorized by MCL 125.2887.   (Act 280 of 2005, Section 17)

15.  Development Plan; Preparation; Contents.  If the Board decides to finance a project in the development area by the use of revenue bonds or tax increment financing it shall prepare a development plan that conforms to the requirements of MCL 125.2891 (Act 280 of 2005, Section 21) which shall be submitted to the City Council for public hearing, approval, rejection or approval with modifications as provided in MCL 125.2892 and MCL 125.2893.   (Act 280 of 2005, Sections 22 and 23)
