Park Pavilion and Riverview Trail Rules


[bookmark: _GoBack]A.        Application  for  use  of the Pavilion  facilities  must  be made  in  writing  on the  proper reservation  form obtained at Flushing City Hall.  Rental fees must be paid at the time the facilities are reserved.

B.        Hours for reserved activities shall be from 8 a.m. to dusk.

C.        Groups  using  the  facilities  must  comply  with  local  fire  and  safety  regulations,  city ordinances, state laws and building regulations and the city noise ordinance.


D.        The possession   and/or consumption of alcoholic beverages   in city parks are strictly prohibited.

E.        No fires are permitted in the Pavilions.

F.         No nailing or tacking into the structure is permitted without the approval of the city.

G.         Groups are responsible for cleaning up and leaving facilities and grounds clean and in proper order.  The city will inspect the area after each use.


H.   Applicants shall provide sufficient competent supervision during the use of the Pavilions. Prevention  of injuries  to  guests  and  damage  to  City  property   are  the  responsibility  of the applicant.   Users of the Pavilion shall be held monetarily liable for damage to the facilities, insurance deductible payments, clean up, and related costs incurred due to their use.  Repairs and replacement  of the  pavilions,  clean  up,  and  related  activities  will  be  made  by  the  City  of Flushing.   The cost of such activities will be charged to the responsible organization, group, or individuals.


I.       Reserved users of the Pavilion shall not have access to the Pavilion prior to or after the reserved time(s) of the event.  The total term of reservations should reflect adequate preparation and clean-up time.


J.         An  application  form  shall be provided  by the  City  to  be  signed  by  a  single  signing representative  of a group or organization,  and this signature shall constitute tacit acceptance  of policies and responsibilities  in regard to usage of the Pavilions and adjacent grounds on the part of those using  the  facilities.    In the case of non-incorporated groups, the person signing the application shall be held personally accountable for any damage or infraction of rules.

K.       Any  individual  or group  using  City  of Flushing  facilities  agrees  to hold  the  City  of Flushing harmless  from any liability  arising from this usage  and will provide  written proof of liability coverage if requested by the City Manager.

L.         The City Manager is authorized to execute any additional reasonable rules to protect the public's safety and property.
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
