AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND TITLE III, ADMINISTRATION, OF THE CITY OF FLUSHING CODE OF ORDINANCES BY ADDING CHAPTER 38: NEIGHBORHOOD IMPROVEMENT AUTHORITY

THAT TITLE III, ADMINSTRATION, CHAPTER 38: NEIGHBORHOOD IMPROVEMENT AUTHORITY BE ADDED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

38.701 Created; Membership; Qualifications.
Pursuant to the provisions of and under the authority of Public Act 61 of 2007 there is hereby created a Neighborhood Improvement Authority, which shall be under the supervision and control of a Board, consisting of the Mayor or his or her designee and five members appointed by the Mayor, subject to the approval of the City Council.  Not less than a majority of the members shall be persons having an ownership or business interest in property located in the development area, as hereinafter described.  At least one of the members shall be a resident of the development area or of an area within ½ mile of any part of the development area.  
38.702 Terms; Vacancies.

Of the members first appointed, an equal number of the members, as near as is practicable, shall be appointed for 1 year, 2 years, 3 years, and 4 years.  A member shall hold office until the member's successor is appointed.  After the initial appointment, each member shall serve for a term of 4 years. An appointment to fill a vacancy shall be made by the Mayor for the unexpired term only.
38.703 Compensation.
Members of the board shall serve without compensation, but shall be reimbursed for actual and necessary expenses.

38.704 Election of Chairperson.
The chairperson of the board shall be elected by the board.

38.705 Oath of Office.
Before assuming the duties of office, a member shall qualify by taking and subscribing to the constitutional oath of office.  
38.706 Meetings.
The proceedings and rules of the board are subject to the open meetings act, 1976 PA 267, MCL 15.261 to 15.275. The board shall adopt rules governing its procedure and the holding of regular meetings, subject to the approval of the governing body. Special meetings may be held if called in the manner provided in the rules of the board.

38.707 Removal of Board Member for Cause.
After having been given notice and an opportunity to be heard, a member of the board may be removed for cause by the City Council.

38.708 Expenses and Financial Records.
All expense items of the authority shall be publicized monthly and the financial records shall always be open to the public.

38.709 WRITINGS.

A writing prepared, owned, used, in the possession of, or retained by the board in the performance of an official function is subject to the freedom of information act, 1976 PA 442, MCL 15.231 to 15.246.
38.710 Duties and Powers of the Authority.

The board shall possess all the powers granted to it by P.A. 61 of 2007, as amended, and shall perform any and all acts required of it.  
38.711 Budget; cost of handling and auditing funds.
1. A budget shall be submitted to the board for the operation of the authority for each fiscal year before the beginning of the fiscal year.  The budget shall be prepared in the manner and contain the information required of City departments.  After review by the board, the budget shall be submitted to the City Council.  The City Council shall approve the budget before the board may adopt the budget.  Unless authorized by the City Council or by P.A. 61 of 2007, as amended, funds of the municipality shall not be included in the budget of the authority.

2. The City Council shall assess a reasonable pro rata share of the funds for the cost of handling and auditing the funds against the funds of the authority, other than those committed, which shall be paid annually by the board pursuant to an appropriate item in its budget.

38.712 Boundaries of the development area 
That certain parcel of land within Section 25, T08N-R05E, Flushing Township, Genesee County, Michigan.  Described as Beginning at the Northeast corner of said Section thence Southerly along the East line of said section, to the East ¼ corner of said section; thence Westerly on the East-West ¼ line of said section, to the Center of said Section, also being known as the Southeast corner of Luekappa Gardens a recorded Plat, Liber 24, Page 38, Genesee County Records; thence continuing Westerly along the East-West ¼ line of said section, to the intersection of the East-West ¼ line of said section and the extension of the West lot lines of Lots 7 and 12 of Tawamar Heights a recorded Plat, Liber 27, Page 71, Genesee County Records; thence Northerly along the West line of Lots 7 and 12 of said Tawamar Heights, also being the East right of way line of Luce Avenue, to the Southerly point of curvature at the Northwest corner of said Lot 12; thence along the curve to the right as platted in said Tawamar Heights, to the point of tangency at the Northwest corner of said Lot 12, also being a point on the South right of way line for Bonnie Sue Drive; thence Easterly along the North line of Lots 12-18 of said Tawamar Heights, also being the South right of way line of Bonnie Sue Drive, to the Northeast corner of Lot 18 of said Tawamar Heights, also being a point on the West line of Luekappa Gardens No.1 a recorded Plat, Liber 26, Page 13, Genesee County Records, also being a point on the West right of way line of Sunnyside Drive; thence Northerly along the West line of said Luekappa Gardens No.1, also being the West right of way line of Sunnyside Drive, to the Northeast corner of Tawamar Heights No.3 a recorded Plat, Liber 48, Page 26, Genesee County Records, also being a point on the West line of said Luekappa Gardens No.1, and being a point on the North right of way line of Springview Drive; thence Westerly along the North line of said Tawamar Heights No.3, to the Southeast corner of Lot 113 of said Tawamar Heights No.3; thence Northerly along the East line of Lot 113 of said Tawamar Heights No.3 and the Westerly East line of River Valley Estates a recorded Plat, Liber 58, Pages 41-43, Genesee County Records, to Northeast corner of said Lot 77, also being a corner on the South line of Lot 75 of said River Valley Estates No.2; thence Easterly along the South line of Lots 75, 74, 73, 72, 71, 70 and 69 of said River Valley Estates No.2, to the Southeast corner of said Lot 69; thence Northerly along the East line of said River Valley Estates No.2, to the Northeast corner of Lot 68 of said River Valley Estates No.2, being a point on the North line of Section 25; thence Easterly along the North line of said section, to the North ¼ corner of said section; thence continuing Easterly, along the North line of said section to the Northeast corner of said section and the point of beginning.

38.713 Dissolution of the Authority; Property and Assets.
An authority that has completed the purposes for which it was organized shall be dissolved by ordinance of the City Council.  The property and assets of the authority remaining after the satisfaction of the obligations of the authority belong to the City of Flushing.

Severability.
The various parts, sections and clauses of the Ordinance are declared to be severable.  If any part, sentence, paragraph, section or clause is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a Court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of the ordinance shall not be affected.

Effective Date.
This Ordinance shall be effective twenty (20) days after adoption and after publication.
